J ewish participation in the movements devoted to the cause of

social progress has long been one of the phases of modern Jew-

ish history engaged in by YIVO. At this juncture, it is felt, a

scholarly conference is the best way to give further impetus to
studies in this field.

The hundreds of thousands of men and women who participated
in the movements under scrutiny could expect for themselves
nothing but hardships and deprivations, in some countries even
loss of freedom and life. Theirs was a self-sacrificing struggle for
justice and dignity on behalf of the Jewish people and of human-
ity as a whole.
The emphasis at the conference, therefore, is not on events
of a purely political nature (though these, too, are essential be-
cause of the peculiar pattern of Czarist oppression which affected
six million Jews), but rather on the philosophies of the move-
ments and on the ethical and humanistic values embodied in them.
